Ellis positions himself between the two primary schools of contemporary poetry (not only African American
poetry, although the divide is especially noticeable there), which he defines as “ Academic” and “ Spoken
Word” in hispoem “No Easy Trick.” The “trick” isto bridge those apparent opposites, which he does
superlatively in his second full collection. The cadence of speech is audible on the page, in his“uneven ribs
of verse” that worry “text to talk and talk to text.” In the searing tradition of Ai, Ellis takes on the thorny
guestions of race and culture, and never mincing words about the damage racism has done: “If punctuation /
were apunch, / I'd publish line breaks of fists.” But he sees poets as “identity repair-people, / faders of trick
moves, trope-a-dopes / and okee dokes, / laying our dice down like () like welove us.” A photographer as
well as a poet, Ellisincludes a sequence that combines the two art forms in homage to James Brown; another
sequence explores the complex image and tragic reality of Michael Jackson’slife.
